1&1Mail&Media GmbH (“Registry Operator”), in connection with the execution of the 

Registry Agreement for the .GMX TLD (the “Registry Agreement”), hereby applies 

for .GMX TLD to be qualified by ICANN as a .Brand TLD.   

 

Registry Operator confirms and represents to ICANN that the TLD meets each of the 

criteria for the TLD to be qualified as a .Brand TLD, as described in the .Brand TLD 

Application Process and Specification 13 attached thereto, and that all supplemental 

material accompanying this application is accurate and not misleading in any respect.  

Registry Operator also represents that the trademark registration attached hereto as 

Exhibit A and the registration policies attached hereto as Exhibit B are complete and 

accurate copies of the official trademark registration and Registry Operator’s 

registration policies for the TLD, respectively.   

 

Registry Operator agrees that if Registry Operator makes any changes to its registration 

policies for the TLD (whether before or after this application has been approved) that 

may disqualify the TLD as a .Brand TLD, it will promptly provide ICANN with a complete 

and accurate copy of the revised registration policies. In addition, if Registry Operator 

fails to maintain the trademark registration underlying its .Brand TLD application, it 

shall promptly notify ICANN of such failure. Registry Operator also agrees to maintain 

the criteria required to qualify as a .Brand TLD and to immediately notify ICANN of any 

changes in circumstances that could alter the statements made, and supporting 

materials provide with, this application. 

 

Because this application is submitted to ICANN after the delegation of the TLD to 

nameservers designated by the Registry Operator into the root-zone, Registry Operator 

represents to ICANN that all domain names that are registered in the TLD are registered 

to and maintained in compliance with the requirements of the .Brand TLD definition.]  

 

Registry Operator acknowledges and agrees that this letter is binding on Registry 

Operator and, if any of the foregoing representations and agreements becomes untrue or 

not complied with, it shall be deemed a breach of the Registry Agreement by Registry 

Operator, and ICANN may assert its rights under the Registry Agreement, including by 

determining that the TLD no longer qualifies as a .Brand TLD pursuant to the terms of 

Specification 13.

TLD Registration Policy 
 

I. Exclusive-use TLD Scope 

The .GMX TLD will be for the exclusive use of 1&1 Mail&Media GmbH (shortly called 

1&1) and its affiliates services and purposes. 1&1 (the .GMX Registry) does not 

contemplate at this stage opening the registration to any third party. Therefore, the 

mandatory registration Policies are set according to the following terms and conditions: 

 

II. Registration and Use 

According to its goals, and to the provisions stated in the .GMX TLD application, the 

.GMX Registry establishes the following Registration provisions: 

a) Eligibility: The registrant will be 1&1 or any of its affiliates; 

b) Use and content: .GMX domain names may only be used in relationship to 1&1 

services and purposes, subject to the approval of the .GMX Registry; 

c) The goal of the proposed TLD is to provide 1&1 and its affiliates the opportunity 

to extend the digital experience to its consumers and users through a dedicated 

and authentic domain space for 1&1 products and services, content, social and 

sharing platforms, shopping and/or other integrated online digital experiences 

for the benefit of Internet users. 

d) Members of the public will not be able to register domain names in this TLD. 

Registration will be managed by Registry Operator and its affiliates, and only a 

limited number of designated 1&1 personnel or designees will be able to register 

domain names. 

Domain names used must be suitable to the role and importance of 1&1 services and 

products.  

 

III. WHOIS Service 

.GMX is operated as a Registry, and, therefore, all registration data associated with 

domain name registrations is stored within a central Registry repository. Whois data for 

.GMX will be accessible via an interface at whois.nic.gmx. 

  

IV. ICANN mandated Policies 

 

Registry Operator will abide by all policies, rights protection mechanisms and registration 

procedures as set forth in the Registry Agreement. 

 

V. RESERVED NAMES 

The Registry may place certain names in its reserved list from time to time where: 

(i) the Registry believes in its sole discretion that use of such names may pose a risk 

to the operational stability or integrity of the Registry; 

(ii) in accordance with ICANN’s specifications contained in the Registry Agreement, 

guidelines or recommendations; 

(iii) there is a risk of trademark infringement or where the name otherwise may 

cause confusion taking into consideration the mission and purpose of the TLD; or 

(iv) the Registry in its sole discretion decides certain names to be reserved for any 

reason.
